Course Description:  
SIOP enables the classroom teacher make 
instruction accessible for English language 
learners (ELL) and other students who are 
struggling with comprehension and 
achievement. It’s a step-by-step method for organizing 
lessons that will increase on-task time and overall 
achievement, and reduce the “blank stare” or other off-
task behavior. Participants will learn research-based 
strategies, activities, and tools that will improve English 
language proficiency and grade level content knowledge. 
Participants will learn how to use strategies that make 
learning comprehensible to ELLS, how to increase 
academic interaction between teacher/student and 
student/student, and how to assess ELLs’ learning 
effectively. 
 
A follow up classroom peer to peer observation and 
instructor debrief will be held approximately one to two 
months following last session.
