Howev-

er, teachers who have implemented this technique have found the reluctance is 

short lived.  Students are eager to be the student reporter after they become 

aware of how the role benefits the learning of their peers.

Through re-

flection of “What did 

we learn in this les-

son?”,  a student re-

porter leads the class 

through a summary 

review of the skill 

and/or knowledge 

that formed the les-

son learning target.

The student reporter 

is appointed before 

the lesson.  During the 

teacher’s instruction,
